The role of the Member Organisation
The nominated person at the member organisation must submit an expression of interest to submit entries for the competition.
This person will be notified of any updates to the competition.
All entries will be submitted to sport@virtus.sport Note that this email address will only be used for this competition only. 
All national players will need to submit a score sheet via their member organisation. A national winner will be announced by Virtus. 
The winner from the national competition will go through to a Regional Competition. Each national winner will get the option to take the skills tests again for entry to the Regional Competition. These skills will be the same as the national competition but will be recorded and sent in to Virtus. New instructions will be sent to you if your player wins the national competition.
